EVALUATION CRITERIA
1. Potential for strengthening collaboration between Alliance partner universities:
A. How the proposed project will contribute to create new connections between INGENIUM research groups (max. 2)
OR
B. How the proposed project will strengthen existing connections between INGENIUM research groups (max. 1,5)
C. Potential for long-term collaborative projects or partnerships resulting from the candidate’s mobility (max. 1)
D. How the candidate’s mobility will contribute to skill development at both the home and host institutions (max. 1)
2. Relevance, impact and feasibility of the project: 
A. Relevance and potential impact of the research stay on the candidate’s professional growth, acquisition of new skills (max 1.5)
B. Appropriateness and rigor of the proposed research methods (max 1)
C. How realistic and well-planned is the research timeline (max 1)
D. Availability of the necessary resources, facilities and equipment (max 0.5)
3. The academic and research credentials of the applicant: 
A. Candidate’s academic achievements relevant to the proposed research (max 2.0)
B. Candidate’s prior research experience, publications, and any previous collaborative projects. (max 2.0)
The scores indicate the following with respect to the criterion under examination:
1 - Poor. The criterion is addressed in an inadequate manner, or there are serious inherent weaknesses.
2 - Fair. While the proposal broadly addresses the criterion, there are significant weaknesses.
3 - Good. The proposal addresses the criterion well, but a number of shortcomings are present.
4 - Excellent. The proposal successfully addresses all relevant aspects of the criterion in question. Any shortcomings are minor.
Individual assessment report: Each criterion will be scored between 0.0 and 4.0 representing the sum of the scoring of the individual sub-criteria. Sub-criteria have individual maximum scores.
Strengths and weaknesses of the proposal (min 50 and max 100 words)
