5. Potential for the collaboration to develop into a formal co-supervision agreement between the partner institutions 

A. Clear plan for a formal co-supervision arrangement (3)
B. No co-supervision arrangement foreseen (0)

The scores indicate the following with respect to the criterion under examination:
